The children learned 5 Bible verses (Psalm 119:11, John 3:16, 
Colossians 3:23, Philippians 4:6-7, and Matthew 22:37-39.) There were 54 children in attendance, 13 youth 
helpers, and MANY wonderful adult helpers. What a blessing it was to see the children enjoying their lessons, 
crafts, music, recess, and yummy snacks!  �  
 
The VBS curriculum focused on five parables:  Types of Soil, The Lost Sheep, The Good Samaritan, The 
Midnight Caller and The Talents. Children responded very positively to all. All of the classes acted out The 
Good Samaritan; the four-and-five-year olds especially enjoyed putting band-aids on the teen assistant, who 
was playing the role of the man who was hurt. Playing the parts of the robbers was acted out most 
enthusiastically. 
  
The story of The Talents was told, using piles of quarters and the VBS poster for illustrations; children listened 
very attentively. When the question was asked the class who the rich man probably fired, the enthusiastic 
answer was, "The one who buried his money.

We teamed up with the Westminster Presbyterian Church Praise 
Team and folk-duo group Jenny & Tyler for a great afternoon of music and fellowship. The concert proved to 
be a great outreach opportunity to the community and we are already planning for next year’s concert!  
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Feedback Concert 
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In early August I had the privilege of traveling with my son and his church on a Mission Trip to the Dominican 
Republic. They have been serving that area for several years. Their missions include the building of a Christian 
school building and the opening of a physical therapy clinic in the city of Jarabacoa, in the western central part 
of the country, near the border with Haiti.  
 
For the first time last year, they included a sports camp for children, opening a baseball camp. This year this 
added a soccer camp for younger children. So the group of twenty-two was divided into those contractors and 
women who worked on the school building and sorting donated clothing to be given away, those working with 
the soccer camp, and those of us who worked with the baseball camp. 
 
In addition, our group (made up mostly of their church softball team) also scheduled softball games in the 
evenings as a means of witnessing to the community. We played five games against four different teams and 
actually won two (a first). They play a very fast brand of modified (fast pitch) softball, while we are used to 
playing slow pitch. They have seen some great maturity in some of the young men who have accepted Christ 
and are being discipled by mentors and their churches.  
 
The need for affection among the young boys in our camp was obvious. Many renewed, and new, relationships 
were formed and strengthened. Several of the older boys acted as assistants with the camp, and then played 
against us in the evenings, making for some fun teasing and competition.   
 
Clothing and food were distributed in some of the poorest neighborhoods and ghettos I have ever experienced.  
Many of the recipients were repeaters from previous visits. They look forward to the church’s return visits and 
the donations for their existence. 
 
At least that part of the Dominican Republic doesn’t believe in traffic signs or signals. Traffic just blows horns 
and keeps moving.  Fortunately, motorcycles and motor scooters outnumber cars by a wide margin, so 
pedestrians have a better chance to jump to safety.   
 
Please join me in praying for these people and the continued ministry carried on by this Delaware church.
